Precautions
1. Keep this product away from alcohol, grease, and other chemicals to avoid 
    damaging the device structure.
2. The device is rated IP66 waterproof. However, avoid spraying it  directly with 
    high-pressure water.
3. When using a memory card for the first time, it must be formatted through the 
    device to ensure the integrity of recorded video files.
4. It is recommended to format the memory card once a month to optimize storage
    performance.
5. Please use a memory card with a minimum writing speed of 30MB/s or higher.
6. All memory cards have a limited lifespan (based on read/write cycles).
    After prolonged use, performance may degrade, resulting in file reading/writing 
    errors. If such issues occur, we recommend purchasing a new memory card.

Mounting Instructions (DIY Mount)
1. Mounting on Bicycle Seatpost:
     。 Select the silicone pad      to      that fits your bike seatpost shape.
     。 Close it around the Garmin base, then use either the      rubber or       Velcro strap 
        to secure the base to the seatpost.
     。 Once secured, attach the camera’s rear base to the      Garmin mount.
2. Mounting on Handlebars / Strollers / E-Bikes (Round Tube):
     。 Remove the Garmin base, unscrew and rotate the inner base 90° clockwise, then
        tighten.
     。 Insert the      handlebar pad and close it around the Garmin base.
     。 Secure with either the      rubber or      Velcro strap.
     。 Attach the device to the      Garmin mount.
3. Mounting on Clothing or Backpacks:
     。 For outdoor use such as hiking or family outings, replace the 
        Garmin base with the      clip mount.
     。 Combine the      clip and      clip mount, then attach to a backpack 
        strap or chest vest.

Charging Instructions
1. Before first use, please fully charge the device using the Type-C charging cable 
    included in the package. (The blue recording indicator light will turn off when fully 
    charged.)
2. Insert the Type-C end of the charging cable into the Type-C port on the side of the 
    device (see Diagram 4), and connect the USB-A end to a compliant power adapter
    (5V 2A).

Problem Shooting 
    Unable to record:
       ． Check if the memory card has sufficient space
       ． Check the loop recording is on or not
    Recording stops automatically:
       ． The video file size may be large. Please use a memory card
          that meets the required writing speed (30MB/s or higher)
    Fuzzy image: 
       ． Check the camera lens and clean it
    The image is shaking: 
       ． Find the suitable mounts to fix the camera tightly

Memory Card Usage Instructions
1. Please make sure the memory card is inserted in the correct 
    direction.
2. Use only memory cards with writing speed of 30MB/s or higher, 
    and format the memory card by using the LOOKING CAM App to 
    avoid file system incompatibility that may prevent recording.
